Food Technology

Learning about where food comes from, safety and 
hygiene and cutting and knife skillshave been our 
topics this term. We have focussed on preparing 
and making recipes using different fruits and this 
has also allowed us to think about how far our food 
travels to reach us,alongside seasonalityand 
sustainability.
We welcomed our Year 5 & 6 pupils into the food 
tech room for the first timethis term, and they 
have been creating various dishes using fruits,as 
an introduction to the subject.
Year 7s developed their preparation skills by 
working withfresh productsand Year 8have been 
investigatinghow flour is made and where it 
comesfrom. They have enjoyed making a variety of 
breads and have designed and made their own 
flavour and style of bread, using their
knowledgeof different tastes and textures that 
they have experiencedin their lessons.

We have hada very busystart to the school year, with lots of 
learning about where foods come from anda variety ofpreparation 
and cooking skills practised.

Year 9 are learning about Organisms and Cells within a practical context. They had the 
opportunity of using the microscope to identify its function and  reinforced key words 
like object, image and organelles. Presently, they are now exploring specialised cells.

Year 7 started the autumn term exploring the range of careers linked to science, safety 
routines in the lab, simple lab apparatus, including the Bunsen burner, scientific 
method of carrying out investigation and states of matter.



Year 10 started their Key Stage 4 
qualifications with the Unit on Working 
with Electrical Circuits. They explored 
static electricity and flow of charge 
within a practical context using a range 
of electrical components such as 
Ammeter, Solar cells, Batteries, Lamp, 
Motor, Variable resistor and fuse.

Year 11 are progressing in their coursework towards their qualifications. They 
are on Unit involving Making Useful Compounds. They have explored a range of 
household substances that contain acid and alkali. Pupils carried out 
experiments to make soluble salts from insoluble bases and titration.

Why do we work on speech sounds?

o So that children can be easily understood. 

o To improve their confidence communicating 

with people around them.

o To reduce frustration and potential 

communication breakdown.

What are speech sounds?

o How we produce sounds e.g. by using our 

tongues, teeth and lips and moving them in 

different ways to make different sounds. 

o How these sounds are put together to make 

words and sentences.

Why do some children say words incorrectly?

o When children start talking, they use easier to say sounds such as b,d,m,t.  

o Children also use some sound simplification patterns, making words easier to say.  For example: 

leaving off the end of some words (bed to be) swapping long sounds with short sounds (sun to 

dun), making long words shorter (elephant to efent).   

o As children grow and develop more language their sound skills develop. However, some children 

ŘƻƴΩǘ ƎǊƻǿ ƻǳǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜǎŜ ǎƛƳǇƭƛŦƛŎŀǘƛƻƴ ǇŀǘǘŜǊƴǎ ƻǊ ǘƘŜȅ mislearn sounds. For example: lisps, making 

sounds at the back of their mouths or making sounds out of their noses.  

The good news!

o With the right support, many children can 

learn to correct their patterns so that they 

can communicate clearly.  Sometimes this 

is not possible but with input, we can try 

to improve how well a child is understood 

by others.

o The earlier we can start working on speech 

sounds the better, but we can still make a 

difference, even when they are teenagers.

What you can do to help

o Speak to the Speech and Language Therapy 

team.  We will set goals, provide resources and 

support you to work on these goals.  We will 

review progress and set new goals as needed.
